ON THE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY OF PHILOSOPHY

My report will explain how philosophy can and should contribute to a thorough
critique of society and politics opening on praxis. This reflection will draw from the work
of famous thinkers from the first generation of the Frankfurt School, Max Horkheimer,
Theodor W. Adorno, and Herbert Marcuse, and selected recent contributions to critical
theory. To understand why our societies fail to foster the well-being of all and to make
them embrace this goal, a comprehensive analysis of the social relations and processes
that shape them is required. Such inquiry has to move back and forth between the
empirical and conceptual levels of analysis. Philosophy provided us with theoretical tools
suited to this task: | will expose the contributions of determinate negation, dialectics, and
immanent critique.

Progress was the catechism of the era spanning from the Enlightenment to the 20™ century’s
world wars. For a few thinkers who wrote after World War |1, the Holocaust was the outcome of the
belief that out of an ever-growing and perfect mastery of nature would result in general well-being and
significant improvement of the human condition. And yet, progress ended up in barbarism, as Theodor
W. Adorno and Max Horkheimer observed in “Dialectic of the Enlightenment ”, a classical assessment
of this paradox. The Holocaust revealed the delusion of other values and processes encompassed by
the idea of progress, and condensed in the political-cultural complex called “modernity”. Some of
these components are political and inspired by the experience of the French Revolution:
republicanism, democracy, freedom, equality, justice, and the recognition of rights embodied political
modernity and progress. Their (uneven) dissemination was brutally stopped by the rise of right-wing
movements and fascism from the 1920s. The Enlightenment also substituted reason to religious faith
as the only legitimate guide and ultimate tribunal of human action. After having made its way into
human minds for a century, reason sunk into genocide.

Where do things stand today? We have neither got rid of the belief in progress, nor of its
pitfalls. The development and spread of information and communication technologies, a late 20th-
century form of human mastery of nature, did have positive impacts on everyday life, for instance,
by easing the performance of different tasks and providing new occasions and mediums of
socialization. However, digital technologies have invaded our lives to the point where so many
activities and social encounters are going on through a screen that our capacities to feel, to be with our
fellow, and communicate effectively with them are affected. Also, the more we delegate intellectual
operations to machines, the more we become the willing accomplices of the atrophy of our mental
faculties, of our intellectual impoverishment. If the virtual space provides a “democratic” platform
allowing everyone to be seen and heard, it routinely serves “undemocratic” purposes, such as
blackmailing, spying, and disinformation.

Similar contradictions are observed in the fields of politics. Democracy has merely become an
ideological veil: while still praised as the most legitimate form of regime, the basic features of
democratic societies are steadily under attack (see Zizek 2018:18-23). Among democracy’s assailants
are authoritarian leaders proclaiming their commitment to democracy, while their policies, behavior,
and discourses, and the infringements on fundamental freedoms and rights they allow cry out loud
their contempt for democracy. When deeds and words are thus clashing, how is it possible to
distinguish false democracy and freedom from authentic experiences? How can one understand the
meaning of equality and effectively struggle for it in societies pretending to be equal, but which
produce and keep on reproducing economic and sociological fractures?
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To understand why our societies fail to foster the well-being of all and to make them embrace
this goal, a comprehensive analysis of the social relations and processes that shape them is required.
Such inquiry has to move back and forth between the empirical and conceptual levels of analysis.
Theodor W. Adorno, Horkheimer, and Herbert Marcuse, who belong to the first generation of the
Frankfurt School, have developed powerful theoretical tools for a thorough critique of society. These
tools, which have lost nothing of their relevance, are provided by philosophy. According to Marcuse,
philosophy “starts when the given state of things is questioned and when it is recognized that that state
has no final truth in itself” (Marcuse 1941:138). Philosophy must not contend itself with “reality” —
in the common understanding of the term —, she must fight the belief that “the world is the same as the
fagade it presents”, writes Adorno (1966:3). Otherwise, philosophy “virtually suppresses herself”
(Adorno 1966:9; see 29). Indeed, helping us “to avoid becoming stupid” is one of her major tasks
(Adorno 1958:3).

Far from being stuck into eternity and transcendence, philosophy and truth are intimately tied
to human existence, underscores Marcuse (1929:34). Her critical power resides in her capacity
to “develop concepts oriented to the potentialities of man”, “beyond his factual status” (Marcuse
1937:108). This capacity relies on immanent critique, whose task is to unveil discrepancies between
“theory” and factuality, or discourse and “reality”. Theory, according to Adorno, must focus on
“the divergent, dissonant, negative”, on the heterogeneous and “on contradiction” (Adorno 1966:5; see
11-12). It is in what the concept lefts aside, rather than in what the concept embraces — otherwise put,
the conventional or authoritative definition of a thing or phenomenon — that one must search for truth
(Adorno 1966:5-6, 18). Dialectics is not merely an intellectual operation: it must bring about
reconciliation with the “qualitative variety of experience”, by allowing “the pain of the world” to reach
the conceptual level, explains Adorno” (1966:6; see 7, 21; Marcuse 1941: 156). For Marcuse,
philosophy is needed by concrete existence, especially in times of “existential distress” (1929:41).
The thinkers of the Frankfurt School, who were strongly influenced by Hegelian and Marxian
dialectics, believe that the world is full of “real” possibilities whose realization is precluded by the
actual social order (Marcuse 1941:151-153). The critical power of this first generation of thinkers was
lost in the work of their immediate heirs. But as critical theory developed beyond the borders of
the Frankfurt School, thinkers like Ulrich Beck, Zygmunt Bauman, and Slavoj Zizek, have resumed
this critical effort. They adapted it to the conditions and issues of our time, thus confirming
the enduring relevance of Adorno’s, Marcuse’s, and Horkheimer’s work.

In line with these generations of thinkers, this paper advocates the reconnection of philosophy
with actual social, economic, and political challenges. Since philosophy can contribute to unveil and
denounce ideology and, by doing so, help to discover avenues for individual and social fulfillment,
it must take on this responsibility. Otherwise, as Slavoj Zizek recently wrote - in words reminding
of Horkheimer, Adorno, and Marcuse -, philosophy will end up legitimating the current forms
of inequality and domination (Zizek 2018:1-2, 4; see Adorno 1966: 6, 13; Marcuse 1929:43).

Drawing from the work of Horkheimer, Adorno, and Marcuse, and a selection of recent
contributions to critical theory, my paper will explain how philosophy can contribute to a thorough
critique of society and politics. My presentation will focus on determinate negation, dialectics,
the concept, and the method on which relies the critical outlook of philosophy, immanent critique.
I will also explain how the “negativity” inherent to these notions opens on “positivity”, that is, on hints
at how to improve our political and social experience.

ON THE DIFFERENCE IN THE NATURE OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF KNOWLEDGE
IN NATURAL AND SOCIO-HUMANITARIAN SCIENCES

The nature of the development of knowledge in natural and socio-humanitarian
sciences is compared. The main difference is that in natural sciences, one research
program is approved for some time, but this does not happen in social sciences and
humanities, where there are always several different trends, research programs. Two
important features of socio-humanitarian knowledge are mentioned as the reason for this:
the existence of two opposite approaches to the phenomena being studied in this
knowledge - naturalistic and non-naturalistic, and value-bearing burden of social and
humanitarian knowledge.

SOCIAL REALITY IN THE ASPECT OF ITS BEING
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The ontological status of reality, to which cognitive tasks in natural science
are addressed, is represented by the category of “matter”. However, materialism
as the methodological setting (foundation) is often interpreted as a necessary aspect of the
metaphysical research program of any science. “Reality” in this case means the property
of the studied phenomena to exist outside and independently of the will and
consciousness of the subject and the corresponding perception. Yet, however, should
the “reality” of phenomena which represent in their entirety social life, the content of
which is, after all, the activity of a person (subject) pursuing his goals be perceived?
The metaphysical research program of the social sciences, if they position themselves
as sciences, should include the aspects of consciousness and will in the context of
objective reality. This looks like an oxymoron. Durkheim pointed out the ways to
overcome the paradox that proved to be insurmountable for Kant and Marx. He presented
his interpretation of social reality “pretending to be the forms in which we are forced to
cast our actions.” In other words, social reality as such is represented by a combination of
social institutions.

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The article covers the possibilities of implementing an interdisciplinary approach
in studying the history of the development of Russian didactic terminology based on
the integration of theoretical approaches, methods, techniques and description languages
used in philosophy, history, linguistics and pedagogy. It describes the results of using
a quantitative and qualitative research strategy and authors’ proprietary methodology.
The authors define external and internal factors that determine the transition of states of
the conceptual and categorical framework of the Russian theory of learning between the
18th and early 20th centuries. Based on results of the quantitative analysis and evaluation
of definitive characteristics, the authors identified the dynamics of structural organization
of terminology in Russian didactics, justified the periods and tendencies of its quality
transitions. The authors identified the dependency between development of didactic
terminology and didactic knowledge through the study of the relationship between its
guantitative indicators and development degree of the reference didactics terms in
pedagogical science; between its structure and components of developing didactics as a
branch of pedagogy; between proprietary conceptual and terminological novelty and the
level of abstraction of didactic terms.

CONSTRUCION OF THE CONCEPT OF REALITY IN THE ANCIENT WORLD

The article considers ideas and principles on the description of reality
by representatives of the Ancient World, the creation of the foundations of ontology.
Using the analysis of various systems of evaluation and perception of reality used by
ancient authors, the article makes an attempt to elucidate the logic of the evolution
of the reality concept, from simple vectors connecting the totality of entities and events to
the orthonormal basis of the multidimensional space of the conceptosphere. The overall

goal of the study is to attempt to identify the main prerequisites for the crisis of ideas and
the hierarchy of value in the modern concept of reality and also to trace the basic laws
that form the concepts of reality, their identity and difference as systems of description.
This will create a universal semantics of possible worlds, realities. Prerequisites will be
made for creating new metrics for spaces of public and social communications.
As a result of this research, it is possible to further study the semantics of possible worlds,
substantiate modal logics in different intensional contexts: faith, reason, opportunity,
duty, and others. So, there appears a possibility of creating a universal system of
designation of objects regardless of their description systems.

THREE EPISTEMOLOGICAL DIFFICULTIES OF EXISTENTIAL RESEARCH

The article discusses the difficulties faced by existential research aimed
at understanding and describing the life of a human soul taken in specific cultural and
historical circumstances. The author sees the existential research itself as a part
of humanitarian studies where the subject is a living human existence, and the task is to
consider stable patterns of experience and behavior. The difficulties of such research are
dictated by the specificity of subjectivity possessed by both the researcher and his subject.
The author identifies three main epistemological difficulties that lie waiting for the
analyst who has taken up the existential theme. The first is the difficulty of self-
realization, because a man is capable of deluding themselves. In this sense, philosophical
existential autobiographies are a vivid manifestation of the problems that any self-
knowledge encounters. The second difficulty is the closeness of someone else's
subjectivity and the discrepancy between the inner experience of the researcher and the
subject. Here, there is a problem of desire and possibility to be identified with someone
else's existential experience and also necessity or uselessness of such identification.
The third difficulty is the deliberate concealment of one's own motives and aspirations,
the unwillingness to reveal oneself to the researcher or, on the contrary, the distortion in
the presentation of one's own existential experience out of a thirst for self-affirmation.

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The birth of social semiotics is usually associated with the publication of Michael
Halliday's book “Language as Social Semiotic” (1978). We attempt to clarify the time
and context of this discipline's origin and show that three different versions were initially
being presented - in addition to Halliday, there were conceptions of Yu. M. Lotman
aswell as R. Hodge and G. Kress. The ideas they expressed remain as a potential
transdisciplinary project for the social sciences. For this, we address the interrelation
between sociolinguistics, social semiotics, and the semiotics of culture. All of them
describe mechanisms of meaning creation and translation beyond linguistic structures.
The differentiation between them is based on a distinction between various aspects
of meaning production, communication, and goal setting. The complexity of these
processes legitimates a complexity of methodology for their description. Interconnection
between different domains and aspects may create synthetic methods based on the
dynamic approach to meaning production and transmission.

The aim of the article is to explore the set of beliefs and presumptions underlying
historico-linguistic constructions of the creators of the Renaissance comparativism as
well as the modes and means of substantiating historic priority and relative onto-
epistemic perfectness of a given language determined by that set. It is argued that despite
a vast diversity of variations of their usage those modes and instruments were universal at
large. They included recourse to a spectrum of mytho-historic narratives current in the
West-European culture of the 16th-17th cc. from which many scholars of that sort built
sometimes new original schemes matching their ideological goals. Besides, those means
supposed employment of a rich arsenal of tools of humanistic exegesis and etymology.

(ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE DEMYTHOLOGIZATION OF IDEAS ABOUT MONEY)

The problem of borders of the demythologizing function of the social sciences and
humanities is to establish its final purpose. Traditionally, the demythologizing function of
science means the debunking of false ideas about the world. In social sciences and
humanities, myths are interpreted more widely than simply delusions, they are recognized
as a part of the culture. In this meaning, the struggle against myths can be considered
a struggle against tradition, which the scientists themselves belong to. The specific
content of this struggle is revealed on the example of the demythologization of ideas
about money. These are characterized the main directions of the demythologization of the
image of money that are prevailing in the economics, cultural anthropology, social
psychology and sociology. The implementation of demythologization in all these
directions would lead to ideological distortions, a rejection of the traditional practices of
using of money, rejection of their metaphysical and ethical comprehension.

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The article discusses the main arguments against relativism in the epistemology
and philosophy of language. In epistemology and language philosophy, relativism is
justified as negative in terms of rationality and objectivity. The author reveals the position
of researchers in the sociology of science and the main arguments for and against the
issue of the possibility of reflexivity in relativism. The position of the sociology of
science represented by the studies of S. Woolgar offers a variant of constitutive
reflexivity, which can be used as additions to research reports in the form of “local
stories” that provide an “internal history” of how the study was conducted. S. Vulgar
understands constitutive reflection not within the framework of the transcendental
position as implicit attitudes but as introspection - “an inside look”, a kind of
introspection.

The narrative approach has the potential of an interdisciplinary research platform.
First, in general methodological terms, any scientific discipline or theory are the system
of three levels of narration: factual, causal, and target one. Such a model is common to
both the natural and social sciences, and the humanities. Second, the narrative approach is
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important for understanding the nature of motivational-volitional behavioral factors,
which appear to be narrative constructions developed by the individual and other people
(parents, relatives, experts, etc.). Third, the narrative self-awareness interpretations open
up the prospect of the convergence of humanities and science in the study and modeling
of cognitive processes as interpretations in the first and third persons. At the same time,
the narrative approach acts as a kind of bridge between analytical philosophy and
continental philosophy.

EPIGENETICS REVOLUTION IN BIOLOGY AND ITS MEANING FOR SOCIAL SCIENCE

Epigenetics is a rapidly developing area of life science. The already obtained
results are often called revolutionary as they lead to revision of the basic conceptions of
the human heredity blurring the boundaries between natural and social science research.
A defining point is the idea of heredity of the obtained (under pressure of everyday
activity, socioeconomic and other factors) phenotypic features that does not associate
with changing in the sequence of DNA. The findings of epigenetics raise new problems
(revision of Standard Social Science Model) open up new prospects for social science
studies (e.g., mechanisms of intergeneration social heredity, biosocial measures of social
inequality) and social policy.

THE ROLE OF CHRISTIAN WOLFF AND HIS “PSYCHOLOGIA EMPIRICA”
IN MIKHAIL LOMONOSOV’S SCIENTIFIC ACTIVITIES

The Russian scientist Mikhail Lomonosov (1711-1765) studied with
the enlightenment philosopher Christian Wolff (1679-1754) in Marburg for three years
(1736-39). During the thirties, Wolff defined metaphysics in a new way by including and
publishing “Psychologia Empirica” (1732), and “Psychologia Rationalis” (1734) as parts
of it. Moreover, those two publications can be considered as the first attempt at
understanding psychology in a more modern and scientific way. Hence in this paper,
we will pursue the apparent relationship between Wolff’s psychologia empirica and
Lomonosov’s scientific way of thinking. Examining some coincidental factors will do
this: (1) Wolff’s “Psychologia Empirica”. This publication is primarily about the nature
of human senses and to what extent they are reliable. (2) Lomonosov’s references to
Wolff. He referred continuously to Wolff, especially when he argued for including
experiments in scientific research. The relationship between the terms “empirical” and
“experiment” will be central to discuss. (3) Very many European scientists, like Anders
Celsius (Sweden), Johann Ernst Gunnerus (Norway) were highly influenced by Christian
Wolff. Especially the latter one announced psychologia empirica as one of the core
activities when he founded The Royal Norwegian Society of Sciences and Letters in
Trondheim, Norway in 1760. All these factors point in the direction that Wolff’s
“Psychologia Empirica” must have been an important factor also for Lomonosov when he
pledged for experiments as the basis for scientific activities.

There are a lot questions to be posed about psychology as a science: is psychology a science
at all? This has been discussed regularly since Immanuel Kant banned psychology and threw it out
of the company of pure sciences in his first crtitique. Another important question is about the origin
of psychology: where did it actually come from? The immediate answer almost all will come up with
is that it came from philosophy. However, there some reasons for not accepting that answer. One is the
fact that the term “psychology” did not exist before it appeared in the early 16™ Century [4]. Another
is the reference to Aristotle. Yet, his thesis De Anima — On the Souls — was primarily a thesis on
the theory of knowledge, which is at the core of the science of philosophy [3].

This paper tries to make a connection between the Russian natural scientist Mikhail Lomonosov
(1711-1765) and the German philosopher Christian Wolff’s psychology at the middle of the eighteenth
century. It is probably hard to imagine what this actually should be about. The answer is quite simple.
Lomonosov came to Marburg as a young student to study with Christian Wolff in the late 1730s
for three years (1736-39). This was just four years after Christian Wolff had published “Psychologia
empirica” (1732), which formed one of the key parts of Christian Wolff’s metaphysical system.
Lomonosov often referred to the “illustrious Wolff” (Lomonosov, 1970), so the relationship between
the two must have been close. This paper, therefore, aims at demonstrating the role of psychology
in this relationship.
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About Lomonosov

Mikhail Vasil’evich Lomonosov (1711-1765) was not only a Russian prodigy who managed to
open up for modern chemistry. He was also a typical offspring of the European Enlightenment.
Several aspects of his career underline this. Because of his progress as a student in Moscow he was
early adopted by the Imperial Academy of Sciences in St. Petersburg. When Peter the Great planned to
establishe this, which was done in 1725, he stayed in touch with the most influential philosopher at the
time, namely Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz (1646-1716). He wanted Leibniz to be the protégé for the
academy. The problem, however, was that Leibniz died before the Academy was established, and
Peter the Great was recommended to ask Christian Wolff to take this role instead. Wolff accepted this,
and he followed up and became very close to the Academy during his whole life (Wolff, 1860).

The Academy offered three of their best students to go to Marburg to study with Wolff.
Lomonosov was the most obvious choice, and according to the letters from Wolff (1860), he was also
the clever one. However, the Academy requested Lomonosov to study mineralogy and chemistry, but
this was not the speciality of Wolff. Consequently, the plan was that Lomonosov should study with
Wolff in Marburg for three years, and afterwards spend a year in Freiberg to study mineralogy and
chemistry.

This plan may sound strange today. But by studying with Wolff he learned how to deal with
more modern scientific requirements. These requirements were universal and independent of a specific
science. Wolff was the one to formulate those, and this is why Lomonosov benefited so much from
studying with Wolff during the years 1736-1739.

About Wolff

In retrospect, Christian Wolff (1679-1754) is probably one of the most underestimated
philosophers in the history. However, during his life, the situation was the complete opposite.
He became famous and influential all over in Europe [1]. He was a student of Leibniz, and very early
he was regarded in the light of him. Georg Bernhard Bilfinger (1693-1750) coined the term ‘Leibniz-
Wolffian philosophy’, and this term has been associated with him since back then [2]. Wolff himself
refused this term, for good reasons. There were primarily two aspects of Leibniz’ philosophy that had
great impact on Wolff. One was the role of the terms “perception” and “apperception”, and the other
was the development of infinitesimal calculus in terms of differential calculus. These aspects are
strongly related to each other. According to Leibniz, perception is about the diversity of the world,
which includes the experienced changes. Differential calculus is about how changes can be expressed
mathematically. The philosophical premise for differential calculus is that the infinite little difference
forms a sufficient reason for stating equality. On this basis the perceived and experienced dynamics of
the world can be expressed mathematically. “Apperception” is about consciousness about oneself,
which is a specific capacity for the human being. Thus “perception” and “apperception” are to the core
of psychology. Since differential calculus is about the experienced changes in the world, it indirectly
also includes some psychological aspects.

However, Leibniz did not apply the term “psychology”, but Christian Wolff did. Moreover,
Wolff was the first one in the history to include psychology as a key term in philosophy. This was
done by his so-called “metaphysics”. The latter was a controversial term at that time. Most of the
contemporary philosophers avoided using the term “metaphysics”, but Wolff reintroduced it as
a generic term for defining the philosophical foundation for true knowledge. He published books
during the 1730s in five different fields that altogether defined his metaphysics. These were:
“Ontology ”, “Cosmology”, “Psychologia Empirica”, “Psychologia Rationalis” and “Natural
Theology ”. Those fields and publications defined at the same time Wolff’s philosophical system.
Thus, he was one of the builders of great systems in the history of psychology.

Before this series of publications, there were three important aspects that defined his
philosophy. One is the influence from Leibniz. Although he did not accept Leibniz’ monadology,
he fully adopted the principle of sufficient reason and the principle of contradiction as the basis for
a theory of knowledge. Moreover, Wolff had already established a good reputation by publishing most
his philosophy in German. This paved the way for the Enlightenment, as many of these publications
became popular reading material to ordinary people. All this was done when he still was a professor
in Halle. However, he became into a deep conflict with the Pietists in Halle, and they had an allied
in the king Friedrich Wilhelm 1. The result was that Wolff had to flee Preussen in 1723. But he was so
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famous that several universities outside Preussen offered him a position. He chose to go to
the Protestant University of Marburg, and this was probably one of the reasons for why psychology
appeared to be a key term in his philosophy after he had settled there.

The emergence of psychology

There are two main sources for the appearance of the term psychology. Both are book titles,
but they are related to different regions and traditions. The first is from around 1520. This is the title of
a book the Croatian Humanist Marko Maruli¢ (1450 — 1524) allegedly wrote. The title of this book is
"Psichiologia de ratione animae humanae" (’Psychology, about the human soul”) [4]. The problem is
that it seems to have been lost, and we stand only left with the title. Nevertheless, this is interesting
enough as it is the first example of the use of the term in the history. Moreover, Maruli¢ was a very
known and well-repudiated author, so we know a lot about Maruli¢ himself and his other writings, and
he was deeply entrenched in the Italian humanism.

The other source is a book the philosopher Rudolph Goclenius the Elder (1547-1628) edited and
published in 1590 entitled “Yuchologia: hoc est De hominis perfectione, animo et in primis ortu hujus,
commentationes ac disputationes quorundam theologorum & philosophorum nostrae aetatis”.
The title indicates that this psychology (“Yochologia) is about perfecting the human soul by
discussing and commenting on current theological and philosophical questions. One of the frequent
questions discussed in the anthology is if the soul is individually created (creationism) or a heritage
from the parents (traducianism) [6]. This is also a question about individualism versus collectivism.
The aim of the book seems to be to promote individualism by arguing for creationism.

One aspect to highlight is the fact that Goclenius was professor at the same university of
Marburg Christian Wolff became a professor at 133 years later. The Landgrave Philipp the
Magnanimous of Hesse established this university in 1527 after he had declared his territory as
a Protestant territory. Thus, this university was the first Protestant University, and some would say it
was the Protestant scholastics that introduced psychology to the academia [7].

The relationship between metaphysics and psychology

There is no doubt that Protestantism paved the way for the emergence of psychology as
an academic field. There were several reasons for this. Protestantism focused on personal faith.
This included an individual and subjective confession of the human nature experienced as sinful.
Moreover, Luther had criticized strongly the symbiosis that existed between theology and philosophy.
This mixture was at the core of metaphysics in philosophy in the late medieval time. Luther’s slogan
was “sola scriptura” — “The Scripture Alone”, which caused a separation between philosophy and
theology among the protestant scholars.

The separation between philosophy and theology had tremendous consequences for philosophy.
First, as the term ‘metaphysics’ was highly associated with a combination of theology and philosophy,
the term itself was avoided during the seventeenth century. Second, without the theological doctrines,
philosophy was left in a vacuum. All these factors; humanism’s focus on individuality, Protestantism’s
focus on knowledge about the human nature, and philosophy’s need for a new secular foundation,
opened up for the inclusion of psychological knowledge in all these fields.

“Psychologia Empirica” and Lomonosov’s corpuscular theory in chemistry

Consequently, when Wolff returned to the term ‘metaphysics’, and additionally included
psychology, it was a quite new understanding of metaphysics that was established. His metaphysics
assimilated the new tendencies in philosophy in Europe, specifically to make it empirical. This was
what “Psychologia Empirica” was supposed to be about; not necessarily to make psychology
empirical, but to investigate to what extent human nature was reliable when knowledge was acquired
through sensation. As the subtitles in all the volumes in the metaphysics from the 1730ies
demonstrates; they are contributions to make a foundation for a modern scientific methodology.

Thus when Lomonosov referred to the “illustrious Wolff”, it was entrenched in two aspects.
One is that all scientifically acquired knowledge should be based on experiments, and the other is that
if aspects of nature appear as insensible, they have to be expressed mathematically. These two
premises permeate Lomonosv’s text on “Elements of Mathematical Chemistry” [5], originally from
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1741. Although he was not able to establish a laboratory before 1748, he nevertheless argued for the
necessity of doing experiments from the very beginning. Meanwhile he stated for example that this
and that had been “confirmed by experiments made by the illustrious Wolff” [5, p. 126].

Conclusions

There are a lot of things to say about the relationship between Lomonosov and Wolff, which
first of all must have been very close. Yet, what is demonstrated here is that the aim of Wolff’s
publication of “Psychologia Empirica” in 1732, was to establish a theoretical foundation for making
science in general empirically based. This was done by examining the human nature to evaluate
to what extent it can be regarded as accountable in the process of acquiring scientific knowledge.
Although Lomonosov did not refer directly to this publication, he could not explicitly pledge for
the experiment with references to Wolff, if this publication did not exist.

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The present submission discusses the notion of the role of evolutionary approach in
the work of L. Vygotsky and its relation to Modern Evolutionary Psychology. We begin
with briefly outlining the main approaches to the evolution of mind in the modern
Western science and discuss how the main issues that are faced by the modern
evolutionary psychology. We present preliminary results of the meta-research study
investigating the main themes and approaches presented in the modern evolutionary
science. We suggest that some of the issues that are faced by the modern evolutionary
science can be solved by addressing the work of Vygotsky and outline potential themes of
Vygotsky’s work that evolutionary psychologists might benefit from.
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The present submission discusses the notion of the role of evolutionary approach in the work
of L. Vygotsky and Modern Evolutionary Psychology. We begin by briefly outlining the main
approaches to the evolution of mind in the modern Western science: Evolutionary Psychology, Human
Behavioral Ecology and Gene-culture co-evolution. We then discuss how the main issues that, in our
opinion, are faced by the modern evolutionary psychology. To this extend we present preliminary
results of the meta-research study currently conducted by the authors, aiming to investigate the main
themes and approaches presented in the modern evolutionary science. We suggest that some of the
issues faced by the modern evolutionary science can be solved by addressing the work of L.Vygotsky.
We conclude by suggesting potential themes of L. Vygotsky’s work that modern-day evolutionary
psychologists might benefit from.

Modern approaches to the question of the phylogeny of mind and cognition in the Western
evolutionary psychology are usually described by the three major approaches. The Evolutionary
Psychology (referring to a particular approach adopted by the Santa Barbara school of thought)
proposes that the human mind is modular in structure, where each module represents a particular
adaptation to a specific environmental problem faced by human ancestors in the Pleistocene [1].
Humans evolved in closely-related social groups of hunter — gatherer communities, that are
characterised by subsistent economy, nomadic life-style and high rates of child mortality. Major
research developed in this paradigm investigates modern-day behaviors exhibited by humans and
attempts to relate these behaviors to adaptive solutions relevant to the Environment of Evolutionary
Adaptedness. Human Behavior Ecology focuses on the adaptive value of the current behavioral
patterns in humans. Gene-culture co-evolution along with cultural evolutionary research addresses the
central role of culture in the formation of human mind. In the cultural evolution paradigm social
learning and language are essential features of the human life in both phylogeny and ontogeny.

Although modern evolutionary psychology encompasses different approaches, it faces some
obstacles in explaining the origins of human mind in phylogeny. We suggest that one of the main
obstacles is a lack of a common approach to the subject of evolutionary science. If researchers attempt
to understand how human mind evolved in evolution, it is essential that there is some common ground
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in understanding of what a human is. In other words, before we can meaningfully pose a question
of how psychological processes evolved, whether animals exhibit psychological processes similar to
the ones found in humans, or which factors played the major role in the formation of human cognition
in phylogeny, it is important to define what kind of psychological process we are investigating, what is
the structure of the mind in humans and other living organisms, and how did these structures changed
in humans at various stages of phylogenetic development. Our own experience of working in the field
of evolutionary psychology lead us to believe such common ground is not currently achieved. We are
currently conducting a meta-research study of the major journals and conferences in the field
of evolutionary psychology to investigate what is considered the main subject of the evolutionary
psychology and how modern-day researchers define mind in cognition from the evolutionary
perspective. Our preliminary analysis of the data suggests at two important limitations existing in
the field.

First of all, approaches and definitions significantly vary depending on the field. For example,
while comparative psychology literature tends to provide parallels between human cognition and
psychological process in humans, traditional evolutionary research focuses exclusively on humans,
with little regard to other animals. That is, we believe, there is a lack of attempts to investigate
the similarities and differences between humans and non-human animals in the field. While
researchers are obviously free to choose their research focus, we believe there is a need to include
studies of non-human animals for the discipline in general. Such more holistic approach would, in our
opinion, align better with the evolutionary logic itself, as evolution is not defined solely by a particular
Environment of Evolutionary Adaptedness, but includes convergent evolutionary processes, where
similar traits develop in various distantly related species under similar environmental conditions.

Second, our results suggest that modern evolutionary psychology in the west is (as any
discipline) in a way bounded by the historical development of this discipline. Specifically, the strong
influence of behaviorism on the XXth century psychology, and later developments of the Cognitive
Revolution result in specific assumptions held by the modern-day evolutionary psychology.
We believe that such assumptions can be characterised on a strong focus on investigating the behavior,
rather than internal psychological process, where such processes are commonly defined as modules.
We believe such an approach is problematic, as it does not adequately address the problem of
the structure if the mind and thus does not address the question of its development in phylogeny.

We want to stress that we do not want to blame modern-day researchers for existing limitations
in the field. The issues we have outlined are indeed not easily-solvable. However, in our opinion, they
should be addressed by the discipline, that strives for advancement of our understanding of the
evolution of human cognition. We believe evolutionary psychologists might find inspiration for such
solution by addressing the work of L. Vygotsky. Although L. Vygotsky is commonly associated with
developmental psychology and pedagogical science, he followed a holistic approach to research [2].
Vygotsky addressed the topics of human evolution and ontogenetic development only because of his
main ambitious goal — to be able to scientifically and accurately explain the human mind. Such
explanation in his view is impossible without addressing both the phylogeny and ontogeny of human
psyche, and careful description of the processes that govern their development.

L.S. Vygotsky was well aware of the comparative work of leading researchers of his time.
For example, he knew about the work of W. Kohler in Tenerife, studying goal-directed behavior and
insight in primates. He was familiar with work of N. Ladygina-Kohts, who conducted one of the first
experimental programs in comparative-developmental psychology, studying development of a human
child and an infant chimp, carefully documenting their motor behavior, object manipulation, decision -
making, and so on [3]. Knowledge of this literature, along with VVygotsky's interest in research with
children and individuals delayed in mental development, lead Vygotsky to conclusion, that the human
type of mind is a natural continuation of animal type of cognition.

Psychological process in organisms develop in order to govern the organism’s activity and
behavior in the environment. More complex organisms, living in a complex, changing environment
tend to have more complex cognition. And, following evolutionary logic, evolutionary closely related
organisms tend to exhibit more similar psychological processes. Thus, it should not be a surprise, that
some types of human - like mental abilities, can be found in apes. This notion was an important
foundation for S. Savage-Rumbaugh in her studies of language-trained apes. By the beginning of the
project, it was already clear, that apes are not capable of human-like verbal language, thus researchers
tried to teach primates communication in different modalities, such as gesture and symbolic tokens.
To Savage-Rumbaugh, the goal of her program was to investigate, whether primates possess abilities,
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that are prerequisites for a human language. Such abilities include generalizations, ability to categorise
objects based on similar (not perceptually) features, formation of concepts, ability to operate signs.
This program was partly inspired by Vygotsky’s thinking, and the notion that linguistic abilities
in humans are based on a number of more general cognitive abilities, that are shared with other
species, including our evolutionary relatives - apes.

We believe that cultural-evolutionary researchers would find L.S. Vygotsky’s work particularly
interesting. Our reading of Vygotsky’s work suggest that he did not separate psychological processes
from the biological level. Vygotsky argued that the mind (or the type of psychological process
an animal exhibits) was intimately related both to the type of behavior and activity of an animal and
the type of environment the animal lives in. While this interrelation was true for humans as well,
Vygotsky postulated that human environment as a cultural one ensures that a developing human
develops new types of behavior, that are governed by psychological processes which, in turn, become
mediated by culture and language. Humans in their thinking rely not only on perceptual processing,
but on processing of signs. Thus, only humans are able to achieve mental organisation that
unites perceptual and semiotic information - the new, semiotically mediated mind emerges [4, 5, 6].

For the 21st century psychology no theory of human mind is complete, unless it addresses it the
role of cultural environment in mind formation and functioning. As J. Bruner noted, cognitive science
was born to overcome behaviorism, but it’s shying away from culture made it in a way incomplete.
Integration of neurological, biological levels with the notion of cultural environment can allow
development of a more comprehensive psychological paradigm.

While modern evolutionary science in the West takes big interest in a work of some Russian and
Soviet researchers, such as D. Belyaev [7], we believe knowledge of Vygotsky’s work would benefit
the field of the contemporary evolutionary psychology.

A new surge of interest to the problem of consciousness in the late XX —
early XXI centuries was generated due to the combination of cognitive studies of the
psyche and neuroscience.

In this context,
we percieve the Honderich’s analysis of “Five Leading Ideas about Consciousness”,
based on the categories Qualia, “Something It’s Like for a Thing To Be That Thing”,
Subjectivity, Intentionality, Phenomenality. Many conceptual approaches to solving the
problem of consciousness designed to overcome the “Axplanatory Gap” extend from
biological to quantum theories of consciousness. The ability to streamline this diversity

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A shadow of a doubt always fell on an idea of a threshold. Herbart came up with
a concept of “a threshold of consciousness”. Fechner’s psychophysics uses a more
specific concept of “sensory threshold”. A theory of signal detection and subjective
psychophysics declare a threshold as a non-working idea. In the author’s theory,
athreshold is a logically unavoidable consequence of the classification process.
This approach allows combining ideas of other approaches. There is an uncertainty principle
in the classification process: assigning a stimulus to a class is an automatic process which
makes no mistakes, however, when consciousness checks for mistakes, the representation of
a class itself becomes wider, its borders become uncertain. For sensory tasks, an uncertainty
principle states that when there is an absolute match between astimulus and a standard,
we can not get a conscious evaluation of accuracy of the match. In other words, we pay for an
accurate match with uncertainty on evaluation of the accuracy.

The significance of research of leading scientific collectives’ activities in
the history of Soviet psychology is due to the promise of study of science organization
regularities in the conditions of transition, changing economic and political structure of
the country, reforming science and education, etc. Despite the availability of the
necessary sources, the problem has not been yet purposefully solved on the material of
the history of Russian psychology. The program of the research based on the principles of
systems, subject, and unity of collective and individual creativity in the development of
psychological knowledge is proposed. The possibilities and promises of the analysis of
determinants (subject-logical, personal, and social), mechanisms of organization,
and results of scientific activity of Soviet psychologists’ collectives of the first half of the
XX century are marked. A scientific collective of psychologists is studied as a collective
subject of socially significant cognitive activity cohesive by the content of a research
program under the leadership of an outstanding scientist. The perspective of the research
of the leading scientific collectives’ activities for the study of the organization
and development of psychological science in the USSR is connected with the socialist
orientation of scientific policy and collective ways of organizing activities during this
period.

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In critical approaches, the type of objectivity acknowledged as a regulatory ideal
for psychological research is considered as based on inattention to the social dimension
and ignoring the fact of social inequality that results in biases of different kinds. But for
many scholars, special attention to social inequality looks like a sort of politization
incompatible with science. Agreeing with main ideas of critical approaches, the authors
nonetheless suggest that there is a confusion of values and epistemological principles
in them. A critical point that “the facts can never be isolated from the domain of values”
is an epistemological principle and its consequence should not be the “correct” value
orientation but an epistemological act, for example, the development of relevant research
standards. As critical psychologists point out, under the guise of “objectivity”, the
promotion of privileged group interests can be hidden, and it is an epistemological and
not a value claim.

The history of psychology is the result of individual and collective cross-cultural efforts
of scientists from different countries of the world. In recent years, the phenomenon of increasing
collectivism, the number of co-authors of publications, the rise in the cost of psychological research
combined with a scarcity of financial, material and human resources set the problem for the organizers
of science and education of prediction of the future of psychology and determining the degree
of prospects for individual trends, which of its directions are promising and which are less.

The traditional history of psychology does not answer these questions. The article provides
a system of mutually complementary theories that make it possible to bring the history of psychology
closer to its other sections, particularly, to see unique historical events and figures as representatives
of samples of homogeneous events and figures, by transforming or eliminating chronological time.

The main virtue of the history of psychology, as it’s represented in modern textbooks, is the
possibility of chronological sorting of significant scientific events and figures, while its main
restriction consists in low forecasting power (“the history teaches nothing”). Both merits and demerits
are related to chronological time. Attempts of improvement of accuracy of prediction for future
scientific events are going in two ways: 1) rethinking of concept of “historical/chronological time” and
2) its elimination, by the one or the other mode, from the history of psychology.

Different ways of chronological time transforming or elimination are considered and discussed:
transspective analysis, meta-transitional methodology, cliometric approach, rational reconstruction of the
history of science, categorial analysis, systematology, integrative propositional analysis. The limitations
of such studies were formulated by P. Meehl in his last paper: the research programs must be coordinated
by the central planning agency and they need huge investment of time and money.

The only element amalgamating different textbooks on the history of psychology
is chronological time. Owing to it, we can arrange in chronological order the sequences of scientific
schools and collective approaches, single scientists’ biographies, problems considered, goals and tasks
formulated, hypotheses suggested, ideas, methods, theories and researches done, facts discovered,
key publications, organizational events (opening of journals, departments, laboratories, conducting of
conferences and other scientific meetings). This feature constitutes main and may be the only merit of
this discipline in its current state. Surely, it’s not an accidental concurrence: ‘classicism, resting on
statics of realized, on “psychological petrifactions”, excludes history as dynamic event, leaving in it
only chronological component’ [1, p. 16].
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Chronological approach is natural and visual. It enables authors of textbooks and lecturers
of the history of psychology to describe the past in coherent and logical manner, to evaluate changes
of culture and society needs, directions of scientists’ efforts and progress of science understood as the
growth of the number of psychologists, departments, laboratories and journals, publications,
complication of their themes and content.

However, as practice of its application for many years had shown, it does not lead to reliable
forecasting of tendencies and perspectives of psychological sciences, though such estimates are
necessary for managers of psychological education and science, future students and the society as the
whole. The history of psychology from the evolutional and cognitive perspective emphasizing
dynamic aspects of its formation and development is not yet written.

There are several reasons for such situation. First of all, psychology and social sciences are
keeping a special place among other sciences. For decades, the representatives of natural sciences are
doing normal science and solving puzzles [2]. They are not applying to Bible, ancient Plato’s and
Aristotle’s works because they have modern authorities. The representatives of engineering sciences
are doing useful things such as personal computer or cell phone. Engineers need modern technologies
and they don’t need old ideas.

Psychology, as most of the social and humanitarian sciences such as sociology and philosophy,
is strongly related to culture, language, society and this connection is continuous. Plato and Aristotle,
Freud and Skinner, Piaget and Vygotsky are considered together with modern colleagues in current
publications. Fortunately, this feature does not represent any obstacle of principle for successful
prediction of scientific events. It may play ambivalent role in possible research due to the large
number of parameters that must be taken into account and data bases that must be created.

The second reason is related to complicated structure of psychology. Surely, the history
of psychology depends upon the initial science — psychology - growing in bush and not in the trunk
(Russian  psychologist and organizer of psychology Alexei Leont’ev  (1903-1979),
oral communication). This circumstance enables some authors to speak about different psychologies
rather than about the sole psychology.

The third reason reflects the way psychology was created and is still developing. Before
the appearance of T. Kuhn's research, many natural scientists shared, if not a militarized form, but the
essence of the statement of the Russian chemist Nesmeyanov: ‘“science is conquering high rise,
gaining floor by floor. After breaking the next floor follows spreading over the floor” (cited in:
[3, p. 311]. Russian psychologist and historian of psychology Teplov, making start from
Nesmeyanov’s words, noted that “psychologists don’t try to reach higher floor from the achieved floor
but every time begin from the ground again conquering high rise from different sides only” [3, p. 312].

In social and human sciences, the collective principle of research is weaker represented than in
the natural and engineering ones, where it allowed to accumulate general knowledge and to achieve its
integrity, while individualism, characteristic, particularly, to psychology, is leading to the
fragmentation of knowledge. Both the second and the third reasons make the task of researchers more
complex, but they don’t constitute invincible obstacle together.

The fourth reason is decisive at the moment. The history of psychology is the historical
discipline and not psychological one. Indeed, most amazing and staggering events in the discipline are
related to archive findings and discovering of new documents. Historical methods of research
predominate psychological ones: small non-representative samples consisting of the unique events,
absence of repeatability and replicability, control groups and double blind experiment etc. Actually,
the history of psychology shares its scientific status with history and not with psychology. Is it
possible to bring discipline closer to psychology, to use mostly psychological methods of analysis
instead of historical ones? To have large representative groups and control groups? Attempts to realize
such grandiose program of re-formatting of the whole science in order to improve the prediction
of future scientific events are going in two ways: 1) rethinking of the concept of
chronological/historical time and 2) elimination of chronological/historical time, by the one or the
other mode, from the history of psychology.

In our study several examples were considered (surely, not all) of such attempts. Some of them
are well known, certain are suggested in Russian and are almost unknown in English. The novelty
of the paper lies in the consideration and synthesis in one review diverse theories, united by the idea
of transforming of the chronological time in the history of science.

If we are not satisfied with current status of the history of psychology and even ask: “Does the
History of Psychology Have a Future?” [4], write that “the institutional position of the history
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of psychology is marginalized throughout the world” and need the answer for a question: “why it has
been marginalized and whether this situation is likely to change?” (Adrian Brock, 2015, personal
correspondence), we must think about possible changes, develop a program and realize it.

There a many ways to do so. The way of reasoning in given paper is as follows: the history
of psychology is situated between history and psychology, closer to history; let’s move it towards
psychology! Several (not all) approaches were considered for this purpose. All of them have evident
merits and demerits. How to choose among them? Or synthesize them?

It’s clear, that to decide the problem, we need external criteria, to take in mind Zeitgeist,
features and opportunities of information society. Proceeding from this fact, it’s reasonable to rely on
such instruments of the information society as terminology science, terminology management,
terminology databases.

Besides theoretical interest, empirical (quantitative and qualitative) study of the history
of psychology according to the described schemes acquires practical significance in the conditions
of limited resources of the state, society and scientific community because it may give scientifically
grounded orientations and recommendations for organizers of psychology and professional education.

Finally, as the author has shown in several recent publications, it’s reasonable to consider the
history of psychology in the context of co-evolution of nature, society, personality, and psychology
broadly defined as the science, applied discipline, and a social institute. Surely, such investigation
must include the proof that term “co-evolution” is applicable to this situation because the rate of bio-
evolution is very small in comparison with the rate of techno-evolution.

The basis for the
proposed report was the study of the Russian mentality. Studying of Russian mentality
served as a scientific basis for consideration of the mentioned problems. Mentality
is considered as a system of social representations. Influence on social perception
by historical memory of a collective subject, as well as its local cultural archetypes, has
been emphasized. Special attention was paid to spirituality, morality, religious experience
— the important factors of global transformation. To reveal the interdisciplinarity of
historical psychology, the task of forming a macropolitical psychology (historical
psychology is an important part of it) has been set.

The subject of Soviet military psychological research in the 1920s is presented:
general questions of psychological research in the army; professiographic
and psychographic description of military specialties; analysis of the influence
of individual factors on the activities of the Red Army; fatigue and performance;
labor organization of military specialists; their psychological selection; psychological
aspects of military training; collective and mass behavior of military personnel; their
interests in various spheres of life; studying the vocabulary of the Red Army; perception
and camouflage of military objects, etc. The change of subjects, degree of centralization
and dominant approaches in research is described: 1) 1920-1921 - active and
decentralized development, the coexistence of psychotechnical and psychophysiological
approaches, the predominance of issues of command personnel selection; “Psychology of
the leader”, the influence of individual factors on the Red Army, the study of their

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interests; general issues of military psychology; 2) 1922-1924 — attempts to centralize
research, shifting emphasis to a psychophysiological approach, deactivating the study
of “psychology of the leader”; 3) 1925-1929 — the predominance of centralized research
and a psychophysiological approach, criticism of psychotechnical research, deactivation
of issues of social psychology, training of the Red Army. Sociocultural, intrascientific,
personological factors and conditions that determined the dynamics of research are
considered.

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The article presents trends in the study of the historical memory of contemporaries,
especially the identification of psychological knowledge through analysis of the products
of human activity in the Internet and the need to move to more complicated procedures
for psychological research which inevitably acquire interdisciplinary nature. These trends
are associated with promising opportunities to conduct large-scale (relevant to society as
a whole) research and create ample opportunities for an interdisciplinary analysis of
social problems which is important to use as a part of research on historical psychology.
The article presents the psychological technologies of analysis of search queries,
automated analysis of messages in social networks, automated analysis of the emotional
background of these messages and also discusses the prospects of automated meta-
analysis of large data arrays.

THE PROBLEM OF RECURSIVENESS OF THE WORLD IMAGE STRUCTURE

The article discusses the problem of the structural organization of the human world
image which is revealed from the standpoint of genetic and functional approaches.

CHILDREN CRIMINAL PSYCHOLOGY IN RUSSIAN SCIENTIFIC ABROAD
COMMUNITY: V.M. LEVITSKY IN PRAGUE IN 1920S

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The author addresses the representative of the Russian scientific abroad community
Valery Mikhailovich Levitsky (1886(?)-1946), a Russian lawyer, public figure,
and an active participant of the White Movement during the Civil War. V.M. Levitsky
was first designated as a specialist in the field of child criminology, deviant and
delinquent behavior. New archival materials are presented testifying that the scientist in
exile in Prague (Czechoslovakia) taught the course “Combating Homelessness” and the
seminar “Russian Experience in Combating Children Crimes and Perversity” at the
Comenius Russian Pedagogical Institute. V.M. Levitsky’s ideas on the factors of
homelessness and crimes of children in Soviet Russia are as follows: in his opinion, it
was the October Revolution and the Civil War that caused the appearance of a huge
number of homeless children and the deterioration of their lives. The author suggests that
we can speak on the rudiments of V.M. Levitsky scientific school: students under his
supervision prepared scientific essays on the problems of child criminology, delinquency
and deviance.

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The world of a mentally ill person remains largely concealed to researchers’
understanding. Possibly, the reason is a not adequate methodological basis which is not
capable to satisfy requests of modern science and clinical practice. To overcome
stagnation in scientific formation of psychiatry and expand the subject area of knowledge
in psychopathology, we need to analyze and rethink historically established natural
scientific premises and axioms. The key problem is the psychiatric research object’s
concept which undergoes significant ontological simplification that ultimately affected
the quality of psychodiagnostics and calls the concept of mental health into question.
Philosophically reasonable debate on its epistemological and ontological issues became
necessary for psychopathology. A previously developed existential-phenomenological
approach has been successfully implemented in fundamental and clinical researches of
the last decade marking a new field of philosophical reflection. The obtained results were
an incentive for further work on the methodology in psychiatry which remains currently
unclear and extremely reduced.

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The principle of reflection was a cornerstone of the Soviet psychology. The largest
Russian psychologists of the Soviet period, including the leader of the St. Petersburg
Psychological School Boris Ananiev, contributed to his justification and development.
In Ananiev’s theory, the principle of reflection took the form of materialistic
sensationalism. A disciple of B. Ananiev, L. Vekker proceeded from the understanding of
mental processes as a particular form of information processes. Dozens of research of
sensory-perceptual and other processes were theoretically summarized in some
monographs of St. Petersburg school. The necessity of an adequate image of the world as
means of adaptation and survival, activity and creativity make the principle of reflection
undeniable. The principle of reflection is now criticized by supporters of constructionism.

ON THE COMMENSURABILITY OF THEORIES IN MODERN PSYCHOLOGY

The article considers the problem of the commensurability of theories
in psychology. It is shown that, contrary to the opinion of T. Kuhn and P. Feyerabend,
the incommensurability of theories has not been proved in modern psychology.
The provisions of T. Kuhn's theory about the incommensurability of theories are
analyzed; it is revealed that, since psychology can not be considered a monoparadigm
discipline, there are no grounds for conclusions about the incommensurability of theories
in psychology. A number of arguments confirming the conclusion made is presented. The
article shows that, within the framework of psychology, there is a commensurability
of theories. T. Kun notes that the meanings of scientific terms and concepts are “often
changed with the theory”. T. Kun is absolutely right: the values really change, so if we
try to compare ready-made theories, the picture revealed to the philosopher of science is
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really believable. Therefore, it is necessary to compare not ready-made theories, where
the information necessary for comparing theories is “camouflaged” by new formulations
and changed interpretations of concepts; therefore, it can not be “measured” but should be
a pretheory. Comparability can be established by the pretheory. A pretheory is a set of
initial representations of a scientist about the subject and research methods. Usually,
the pretheory is not well understood by the author of the theory but is easily reconstructed
by an independent researcher. Since it is a structural invariant, grounds for an element-
by-element comparison appear. The importance of the communicative methodology for
comparing approaches and integration in the subject of psychology of abilities and
giftedness is shown.

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The problem of the interrelation of biology and culture in human psyche
(the biosocial problem) through the first century of “academic” psychology was posed as
the problem of Nature & Nurture in individual development. In the era of globalization,
the focus of the problem has shifted to a new context in which communities exist
and interact: the main question today is whether psychology in the global world can
and should be “universal”, that is, whether there can be a universal standard
of psychological characteristics and qualities applicable to different cultures. With respect
to the biosocial problem, two fundamentally different traditions have developed
in psychological science: a) a tradition based on the assumption of the importance of the
biological determination of human psyche, with a tendency to blur the boundaries
between culture and biology; b) a tradition that considers culture as a factor opposing the
biological determination of behavior. In contemporary mainstream psychology, the first
tradition searching for a “universal” psychology dominates. The achievements and
importance of this trend can not be doubted. However, absolutization of this approach and
lack of alternatives is fraught with global risks.

1945), a special version of interdisciplinary relationships developed - the practice
of solving psychological problems not only by psychologists but also by representatives
of related sciences. Based on the history of psychology, the authors substantiate the idea
that complexity and interdisciplinarity are traditional in the development of Russian
psychological knowledge.

RESEARCH OF RUSSIAN PSYCHOLOGISTS IN THE FIELD OF PERSONALITY
PSYCHOLOGY DURING THE SECOND WORLD WAR
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Saint Petersburg State University
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The development of Russian psychology during WWII was strongly influenced
by state repressions of 1930s and the smash of pedology and psychotechnics. However,
it was the period of intensive development. The article focuses on psychological research
carried out during the WWII in the fields which were later interfered by post-war
repressions, primarily personality psychology. Psychological investigations were mainly
focused on wartime topical issues (research on moral qualities and military leader’s
personality traits by Teplov, Kornilov, Levitov, etc.; theoretical studies by Sergey
Rubinstein, Alexei Leontiev, Ananiev, Myasishchev, etc.). Egorov, Salmanov
and Skachkov studied mid-level commanders’, unit commanders’ and headquarters
officers’ characteristics. As the result, a serviceman’s psychological portrait was created.
Specific features of the research organization in wartime are highlighted.

This study is devoted to the development of the biological domain in the
St. Petersburg (Leningrad) Psychological School. It is well known that the authors of this
school widely used principles and methods of such sciences as biology, physics and
mathematics. The method of semantic analysis of publications in the St. Petersburg State
University Bulletin (before 1991 called the Leningrad State University Bulletin) was used
from 1949 to 2019 to investigate the development of the biological domain
in the St. Petersburg (Leningrad) Psychological School. The hypothesis of the research
was that the St. Petersburg (Leningrad) Psychological School is focused on the biological
domain, and its main aspect is the physical one. The results of the study show that
the authors of the St. Petersburg (Leningrad) Psychological School used science on
the whole, not the elements of particular disciplines, because they were focused on
the integration of sciences.

DIGIMODERNISM AND DIGITALIZATION OF THE TEMPORALITY::
INTERDETERMINIST METAPERSPECTIVE OF POSITIONING
IN THE UNCERTAINTY

As the key characteristics of the present time, the uncertainty and confusion
of mankind in the prospects of its future are ascertained which lead to an increase in
the popularity of various kinds of futurological forecasts. This frightening prospect
of uncertainty resonates with the new era of digimodernism, which is actively discussed
by culturologists today in connection with the hyperactive digitalization of society
and culture and characterized by contempt for the past, however, as well as for the future.
The analysis of the deterministic and indeterministic directions in the development of
the worldview showed the exhaustion of the possibilities of the former and the
lifelessness of the latter. The ontological-epistemological and heuristic potential of
the interdeterministic direction is justified as a possible solution. In accordance with
the proposed principle of cultural-dialogical interdeterminism, the emphasis is shifted
to the aspect of joint functioning in the process and through dialogic interaction which
leads to the formation of a new quality that can not be reduced to a simple sum of its
constituent parts. Intersubjectivity and interexistentiality are determined as system-
forming bases for the formation of this qualitative state. The conditions and mechanisms
of acquiring and maintaining a new qualitative state of the system in its spatio-temporal
localization are analyzed.

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Supporters of the autonomy of higher-level causation (or explanation) often appeal
to proportionality, arguing that higher-level causes are more proportional than their
lower-level realizers. Recently, measures based on information theory and causal
modeling have been proposed which allow shedding new light on proportionality and the
related notion of specificity. In this paper, we apply ideas from this literature to the issue
of higher vs. lower-level causation (and explanation). Surprisingly, proportionality turns
out to be irrelevant for the question of whether higher-level causes (or explanations) can
be autonomous while specificity is a way more informative notion for this purpose.

Keywords: higher-level causation, higher-level explanation, proportionality,
specificity, autonomy

The status of higher-level causation is of key importance for many philosophical and scientific
issues, including explanation in the special sciences, mechanistic explanation, emergence,
non-reductive physicalism, and mental causation. The question is whether higher-level properties can
in some sense be causally autonomous or indispensable with regard to their lower-level realizers,
or whether genuine causation can only take place at lower (physical) levels. Sometimes the issue is
also formulated in terms of whether causal explanations are better or preferable: should we always
prefer lower-level causal explanations when they are available, or are there situations or structures
where higher-level causal explanations are better? On the one hand, emergentists and non-reductive
physicalists (or non-reductively minded philosophers or scientists in general) argue that higher-level
causes are at least sometimes autonomous, indispensable, or preferable. On the other hand,
reductionists argue that lower-level causes (or explanations) always trump higher-level causes
(or explanations), and that appeals to higher levels are only needed for pragmatic reasons.

One important strategy for non-reductionists, going back at least to Yablo (1992), has been to
appeal to proportionality to argue that higher-level causes can be autonomous (see, e.g., List &
Menzies, 2009; Menzies & List, 2010; Schoemaker, 2000; Zhong, 2014), or provide better or equally
good explanations than lower-level causes (see, e.g., McLaughlin, 2007; Weslake, 2013; Woodward,
2010, 2018). The idea is roughly that the causes should be somehow commensurate to their effects.
The standard example is from Yablo’s (1992): A pigeon is conditioned to peck at red objects. When
presented with a scarlet ball, it pecks at the ball. Was the pecking caused by the ball being scarlet,
or by the ball being red? Intuitively, it seems the ball being scarlet is too fine-grained as a cause, and
that the redness of the ball is a more proportionate cause. Similarly, it can be argued that higher-level
causes (e.g., mental states) are more proportionate than the lower-level causes (e.g., neural states) that
realize them.

Although the idea of proportionality is quite intuitive, it has turned out to be difficult to spell out
in a way that is clear and consistent. Many authors have also argued that it is a problematic or ill-
defined notion that is not helpful for defending higher-level causation (see, e.g., Bontly, 2005;
Franklin-Hall, 2016; McDonnell, 2017). However, in recent years advances in the causal modeling
literature have led to opportunities to precisely define proportionality and the related notion of
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specificity. Several authors have proposed to characterize proportionality or specificity based on
information theory (see, e.g., Bourrat, 2019; Griffiths et al., 2015; Pocheville, Griffiths, & Stolz,
2017). In this talk, we draw from this literature and apply ideas about how to quantify proportionality
and specificity to the philosophical debate about higher-level causation. Based on these measures, we
analyze causal structures involving higher- and lower-level causes, and draw several interesting
conclusions:

(1) There are indeed cases where higher-level properties are more causally proportional than
their lower- level realizers, but

(2) how common they are is a purely empirical question.

(3) Proportionality is irrelevant for the autonomy of higher-level causation (or explanation). It is
not a good indicator for the causal powers or causal influence of a variable, and cannot be used
to support the autonomy of higher-level causes.

(4) Higher-level causal explanations cannot provide information about the effects that goes
beyond the information provided by the lower-level realizers, but can still be autonomous in the weak
sense that they are not worse than explanations provided by the lower-level realizers.

In this talk, we assume an interventionist approach to causation. This approach has two strands.
The more philosophical strand, developed by Woodward (2003), analyzes causation in terms
of interventions. The basic idea of this approach is that a variable C is causally relevant for another
variable E if there are possible interventions on C that would lead to a change in E. Interventions can
be roughly understood as ideal experimental manipulations that change C without influencing any
other causes of E (for details, see ibid., sec. 3.1.3 and 3.1.4). In our analysis, we apply the more
general and more formal framework of causal Bayes nets (Pearl, 2000; Spirtes, Glymour, & Scheines,
2000), where causal structures are represented as causal graphs that are based on conditional
independence relationships between variables.

Similarly, when we rely on the interventionist approach to explanation and explanatory power.
According to this approach, explanatory power is a matter of providing answers to what-if-things-had-
been-different questions, also known as w-questions (Woodward, 2003; Woodward & Hitchcock,
2003; Hitchcock & Woodward, 2003). More precisely, a generalization is explanatory insofar as it can
answer w-questions, and explanation A is better or more powerful than explanation B if it can answer
a wider range of w-questions. To take a classic example, the ideal gas law is invariant under a certain
range of interventions, but van der Waal’s force law is invariant under all of those interventions plus
arange of further interventions. For this reason, van der Waal’s force law can provide answers to
a broader range of w-questions and consequently has more explanatory power. We acknowledge that
there are alternative accounts and further dimensions of explanatory power (Ylikoski & Kuorikoski,
2010), but in this talk we focus on the ability to answer w-questions, as it is a widely held and
relatively well-defined account.

The structure of the report is as follows. After a short and more general introduction (part 1),
we introduce the notions of proportionality and specificity in a more detailed way in part 2. In part 3,
we discuss how to quantify proportionality and specificity based on recent literature and motivate the
specific measures we will use in the remainder of the report. In part 4, we finally apply these measures
to the issue of higher-level causation and explanation.

CRITERIA OF NATURALNESS IN CONCEPTUAL SPACES

The theory of conceptual spaces is a frequently applied framework for representing
conceptual content. One of its aims is to find criteria what makes a concept natural, that
is, easy to process and cognitively useful. We discuss the benefits and limitations of the
well-known criteria of convexity as well as the so-called criterion C and propose an
extension of it.

Keywords: conceptual spaces, naturalness, convexity, quality dimensions,
cognition, natural concept, natural property
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According to the theory of conceptual spaces, concepts can be represented in spaces that are
constructed along several quality dimensions (e.g., size or age). If these dimensions belong together
like hue, saturation and brightness, they are called integral dimension and form a domain.
For example, the above-mentioned dimensions of hue, saturation and brightness form the colour
domain, where colours can be characterized as regions in the colour space. The general ambition of
conceptual space theory is to represent and characterise concepts geometrically. The approach has two
compelling advantages:

1) Being a formal theory, it can be fruitfully implemented in artificial intelligence and machine
learning.

2) It fits well to psychological findings of the prototype theory that many categories have
an internal structure of central (typical) members and peripheral (atypical) members.

One of the most important ambitions in the development of conceptual spaces was
to distinguish natural concepts, which take a central role in cognition. For example, the colour term
“green” denotes a natural concept, namely a colour property. The well-known term “grue” (green up
to a certain point in time and blue afterwards), which Goodman (1955) made up, does not refer
to a natural property. Only natural properties are projectible and can be used in inductive inferences
like “Grass was previously green. Therefore, grass will be green tomorrow, as well”. Natural concepts
are also cognitively and linguistically salient. They often enter the core lexicon of natural languages
and they are learnt quite easily.

Conceptual spaces theory tries to capture naturalness of concepts by geometric and topological
criteria. The most popular one is convexity: a region is convex if and only if, for any three points x, y
and z: if x and z are in the region and y is between x and z, then y is in the region (closure under
betweenness). In the writings of Géardenfors, the convexity criterion is formulated in two different
ways:

A natural concept is a convex region of a conceptual space (Géardenfors 2004, 18).

A natural property is a convex region of a domain in a conceptual space (Gérdenfors 2000, 71).

The latter formulation, which we will call “property convexity”, is obviously less demanding
than the former, which we call “concept convexity”. Property convexity is well supported by linguistic
research (cf. Berlin and Kay 1969). Moreover, merely analytic arguments speak in favour of it: Jager
(2009) shows that, given some plausible background assumption, any language evolution will split
domains in convex region.

However, for concept convexity, several difficulties arise. For example, if we consider
a conceptual space for fruits, several domains need to be taken into account (shape, colour, taste, etc).
It is not initially clear, how the domains are combined to a complex fruit space. One problem is that
combined spaces are usually not Euclidean. They need other distance measures (cf. Johannesson
2002). Without a Euclidean distance measure, however, convexity is considerably less well supported.
For example, closest neighbourhood matching (Voronoi tessellation), where one has a number
of central instances (centroids) and categorises other items to the most similar one, leads by definition
to convex regions for Euclidean spaces. Otherwise, however, the method leads to non-convex
categories. (see Hernandez-Conde 2017, Gardenfors 2019). Some authors, for example Bechberger
and Kiihnberger (2017), suggest giving up convexity for spaces with multiple domains (e.g. age and
size). To sum up, while property convexity is extremely plausible, the more general concept convexity
is more complicated and less well confirmed

It is noteworthy that Gérdenfors proposed a different criterion of naturalness, besides
convexity, for more complex concepts, namely criterion C:

A natural concept is represented as a set of regions in a number of domains together with
assignment of salience weights to the domains and information about how the regions in different
domains are correlated. (Gérdenfors, 2000, 105)

Criterion C doesn’t require that domain specific spaces are combined to larger conceptual
spaces. One can represent concepts within low-dimensional and psychologically intuitive domains like
the colour and the taste space. The problem of the criterion, however, is that it makes almost no
restrictions on naturalness. With respect to criterion C, it seems, “apple” doesn’t do better than the
concept “apple that was harvested by a young person”, though the latter seems rather unnatural,
because it is specific without any obvious gain. The information on the age of the harvester doesn’t
account for any other property this apple might have. This, we assume, makes the concept less natural.

Following this observation, we formulate and discuss an extension the following criteria
of naturalness:
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A natural concept is represented

- as a convex region in one domain, that is, a conceptual space with Euclidean metrics;

or

- as several regions in different domains which are strongly mutually correlated.

Humans can be, inter alia, represented via their shape, their life expectancy, social disposition
and cognitive abilities. In some of these areas, they cover a very specific region that is only inhabited
by humans. For example, their social skills (high tendency to cooperate etc) distinguish them from
other animals. For other domains like life expectancy, the region is less specific but still quite
restricted. Thus, a natural concept can be learned by their region in one or few domains and this allows
directly inferring regions in other domains. For example, a human is easily identified by its shape and
many other correlated properties can be inferred. A concept like “human born on a rainy Sunday”,
on the other hand, includes information that neither entails the regions of other domains nor is entailed
by them. To summarize, conceptual naturalness is their inferential potential (cf. Schurz 2012).

This hypothesis relates to other findings in philosophy and cognitive science. Rosch et al (1976)
found that there is a certain level of generality, the so-called basic level, at which concepts are learned
earliest and used with most cognitive ease. Our thesis marks can help to spell out the idea that they
capture natural covariances best. At the same time, our approach relates to the characterisation of
natural kinds as “carving nature at its joints”. Moreover, the thesis can account for findings of the so-
called theory theory of concepts that children seek for an essential core in categories (e.g. Gelman
2003). In our framework, this can be explained as a case of common cause reasoning.

COMPUTATIONAL NEUROPHILOSOPHY AND THE PROBLEM
OF CLARIFICATION OF TERMS

This article will discuss the methodological and philosophical foundations
of the neurocomputational approach in the context of the problem of computability
definitions. The functional representation of the nervous system as a computing device
(despite the old age of the “computer metaphor”) brings tangible results
in the methodology of cognitive sciences. Information processing of physical signals
acquires special semantic properties that are of exceptional interest for the computational
philosophy of mind. However, the neurocomputational approach faces a number
of difficulties in using rigorous definitions of computability criteria in biological models.
The proposed research is devoted to the analysis and classification of these difficulties.

ANALYTIC PHILOSOPHY COMMITMENTS TO KNOWLEDGE AND ITS KINDS

Onto-methodological syncretism is the chief principle for analytic philosophy.
Methodological orientation forms the basis for the kind of analytic knowledge. Analysts
have been largely tended to naturalistic, lingvogenetic, metaphysical knowledge
commitments. In the naturalist framework, we can pick out knowledge which reposes
trust either in common sense (common sense philosophy) or natural science (scientific
realism). In the lingvogenetic methodological framework, there are (1) ordinary language
philosophy with the domination of conceptual analysis; and (2) the philosophy of ideal
language which is represented by two analytic philosophy trends — formal semantics and
logical constructivism. Both of these trends are based on the logical analysis of the
language. Metaphysical methodological orientation aims at revealing either the specific
kind of reality and its structure or the specific cognitive abilities for such a revealing. As a
result, metaphysical knowledge is represented by two lines of philosophizing — the line of
Aristotle and the line of Kant.

Interdisciplinary studies of the consciousness of philosophers, neuroscientists
and other researchers are carried out nowdays to create a complete theory
of consciousness. Among many approaches to the ontology of consciousness, in this
paper, we consider the concepts of three-aspect (neutral) monism as well as Alfred
Pereira's “projective theory of consciousness”. A. Pereira defines three necessary
conditions for the existence of consciousness: a) the basis of reality regarded as
a universal field of potentiality (in the Aristotelian sense) encompassing all possible
manifestations, material or mental; b) the transition zone leading to the actualization of
forms; ¢) the manifested world with its fundamental divisions into material, informational
and qualia-aspects. The purpose of this study is to introduce new concepts to the Russian-
speaking audience and analyze them. A new perspective on the problem of consciousness
may be useful for further research.

A VIEW OF INFERENTIALISM FROM THE PHILOSOPHICAL
AND COGNITIVE PERSPECTIVE

In general, the inferentialist stance for multi-level intentional systems (whether it is
a scientific theory or a cognitive system of a living being) implies preferring top-down
justifications over representationist bottom-up explanations. In philosophy, inferentialism
is an attempt to ground representations in terms of inference, as opposed to conventional
interpretations of inference in terms of representations. In cognitive science, a similar
position seeks to explain representation as a result of the collision of predictive models
generated by the upper levels of a cognitive system with a perceptual input. In this report,
I show that the combination of both options for understanding inference on the basis of
a “weak” computationalist ontology, which allows for a significant expansion of the class
of processes eligible for computational interpretation, can overcome the extremes of
inferentialism and representationalism, both in philosophy and in the sciences of the
mind.

DOES WITTGENSTEIN HAVE A THEORY OF INTENTIONALITY?

The work deals with the analysis of cognitional relationship and linguistic
intentionality in the late philosophy of L. Wittgenstein. He thinks that the language has
a possibility to change the very structure of thought. The linguistic world is a specific
“human” world. So, linguistic reality is a social one. We have no possibility to find out

MICROPROPERTY MONISM AND CONTEMPORARY CARTESIAN DUALISM

Property dualism is quite a popular position in the contemporary analytic
philosophy of mind. In different versions of this position, in general, it states that there
is some type of fundamental low-order properties in the world. In particular, it claims that
mental properties, still metaphysical, depend upon physical properties (emergentism), or
that both mental and physical properties metaphysical depend upon some another one
hypothetical type of fundamental low-order properties (panprotopsychism). But it seems
that there is some version of the mind-body dualism (namely, cartesian dualism) rejecting
that there is only one single type of fundamental low-order properties. | claim that this
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position is unconvincing and is not consistent with the principle of simple explanation.
Moreover, | state that if we accept this principle, the low-order dualism is not possible
at all, and any version of the macroproperty dualism has to implicit the microproperty
monism.

CAN WISHFUL SEEING BE A REASON FOR SKEPTISISM?

The article considers the epistemological role of perception. If perception could
depend on other mental processes such as memory, thinking, emotions, desires, then we
do not have grounds to believe that perception reflects the state of affairs properly. The
article answers the question “could we trust perception if it depends on desires?”” Siegel
says that dependence of perception on desires drives us not to trust perception. Siegel's
argument is based on the analogy between wishful seeing and wishful thinking. If wishful
thinking is epistemologicaly downgraded, then due to analogy, wishful seeing is also
epistemologicaly downgraded. Contrawise, Long insists that wishful seeing is not a
reason to lower the epistemological role of perceptual experiences. According to this
theory, causal roles of desires differentiate in cases of thinking and perceiving. Long's
view has more grounding, therefore wishful seeing is not a reason for skepticism.

CAUSAL EFFICIENCY OF INTENTIONS

Willusionists argue that recent developments in psychology and neuroscience
demonstrate that consciousness is causally inefficient, and the belief that our actions are
under our conscious control, and that our acts are caused by our intentions, is wrong.
To prove their position, willusionists provide evidence about the illusions of control, the
unreliability of introspection, the influence of unconscious factors on human behavior as
well as the growing amount of neuroscientific data that conscious intentions lag behind
the onset of the neuronal processes preceding actions.

PROSPECTS OF DEVELOPMENT OF INFORMATION APPROACHES TO SOLVING
THE PROBLEM OF CONSCIOUSNESS

The article identifies the key issues that face modern information-oriented theories
aimed at solving the so-called “hard problem” of consciousness. To them, the author
referred the question of the advantage of such theories over related concepts which are
common in the empirical sciences, the question of the metaphysical basis necessary to
ensure the conceptual consistency of the information theory of consciousness as well as
the question concerning the interpretation of the ontological status of such an ambiguous
concept as “information”. The author offers possible answers to these questions as well as
formulates the main tasks that, in her opinion, philosophers have to solve in order to
develop a full-fledged information theory of consciousness. The author concludes that
there are great prospects for the development of such a theory not only in the framework
of analytical philosophy but also in cognitive sciences.
